What your Board did at their
last meeting, May 11th, 2010

Everyone on the board was in attendance with the
exception of Cynthia Evetts. We started at 6:40 pm and
went home around 8:30 pm. No additional members of
the congregation were in attendance.

Don Durland acted as our Process Observer and time-
keeper for the meeting.

Minutes were approved for the last meeting and re-
ports were accepted.

Due to UUA recomendations and the small size of
RRUU, the board voted to restructure the Membership
Committee, Caring Team and Hospitality. The Caring
Team and Hospitality will be subcommittees of the
greater Membership committee. It should make coordi-
nation of their work easier.

Special reports/discussions were held on the the
Board Manual (which will now be organized on flash
drives instead of a notebook); Stewardship Campaign;
Policies and Procedures Manual; and the dinner for the
incoming / outgoing board members.

Planning was done for the Congregational Meeting on
May 16, 2010.

The Committee on Ministry is expected to determine
which two will serve the 2 year term and the one person
for the one year term. Itis recommended that the chair
serve for two years if possible.

Further planning has been accompished by Jim Mur-
phy for the sound system and other necessary sanctu-
ary changes. Before the June board meeting, inter-
ested parties should meet in the sancutary at 6:00 pm
for open discussion. We will need to plan a Church
Work Day for rearranging the sanctuary.

If you would like to see the full board minutes - they will be
posted on the “Board Board” in the back of the Sanctuary as
soon as they are available. There is also a Book with the min-
utes that have been removed from being posted. The next
board meeting is June 8th, starting at 6:45 p.m. Board meet-
ings are open to all; if you wish to be on the agenda please
contact a board member. Deadline for the agenda, and re-
ports to the board, is June 4th. Those wishing a few minutes
during the “open mic” will want to be ready to speak around
7:00 pm.

Treasurer’s
Report

During May our Annual Campaign
continued receiving a portion of my
time and attention as treasurer. As
of the Spring Congregational meet-
ing twenty-four giving units (representing thirty-two
members) had completed pledges for FY 2011 with a
$29,852 pledged. While we still have members to con-
tact in order to determine their giving intentions, the
newly approved budget for FY 2011 enjoys over ¥ of the
budget covered in committed funds.

We do need a higher average of members and friends
making some type of pledge/commitment in order to
qualify for grants and other special considerations. If
you have not yet turned in a commitment card or
emailed one to treasurer@rruu.org now is the time.

The recommendation for giving is to commit to what
you know you can give (baring unforseen circum-
stances) and then be a delight to the RRUU money
managers by exceeding your pledge! If you need a com-
mitment card please talk with or email the treasurer.

At the congregational meeting | was delighted to re-
port for Fiscal Year 2010 year-to-date as of May 1, 2010
RRUU profit and loss was at a positive of $10,543.83 less
grant and matching funds of $8,300.00 for a net profit
of $2,243.83. A remaining responsibility to be com-
pleted before my tenure as treasurer ends July 1, 2010 is
to complete a recording of gifts-in-kind received and be
able to include the dollar amount of in kind gifts in my
final treasurer's report for the newsletter.

For the month of April RRUU income was $1636.55
and expenses were $3171.61 for a monthly loss of
$1535.06. The loss was related to a high insurance pre-
mium paid that month, three paid pulpit guests and ex-
penditure of the budgeted amount for the stewardship
campaign. Our second Sunday “Share the Plate” offer-
ing in the amount of $36.46 went to the Court Ap-
pointed Special Advocates (CASA) program in Grayson
County. We also provided another 4 large bags of gro-
cery and paper items to the food pantry with our “Fill
the Plate” ongoing food drive.

Share the Plate
with SpiritHorse

Every penny, dime, nickel, quarter and dollar put
in the offering in the form of cash the second Sunday
of each month is gratefully received and lovingly given
away by Red River Unitarian Universalist Church as
part of our Social Action Stewardship. The social ac-
tion team determines which programs will receive our
gifts on which month while the rest of us dig a bit
deeper on second Sundays to insure the light of the
RRUU chalice glows beyond the walls of our rented
space.

The June “Share the Plate” offering will go to
SpiritHorse, a therapeutic riding program in Corinth,
TX which serves 11 counties (including Grayson) at NO
CHARGE to the participants. Some learned more
about this program May 30 when we were blessed to
have Charles Fletcher, founder and owner of
SpiritHorse as our 5" Sunday Forum speaker.

SpiritHorse is the only center in America that pro-
vides all private therapeutic horseback riding services
free to people with disabilities, children who are vic-
tims of abuse, at-risk-youth, youth after drug-rehab
and battered women. They currently serve over 400
children and adults at the Corinth location with 55 chil-
dren on our waiting list. In eight years of operation, as
the result of research and development and the faith-
ful application of their methods by certified instruc-
tors, 62 children have spoken the first word of their
lives, 39 children walk their first steps to reach their
ponies, and 38 children have sat up for the first time at
SpiritHorse.
